ADVICE LETTER NO. 1448
TO THE PUBLIC UTILITIES COMMISSION OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA

California-American Water Company (“California American Water”) (U210W) hereby submits for
review this advice letter, including the following tariff sheets, attached hereto, which are
applicable to all its Central Division districts:

Purpose and Background:

This advice letter is being filed to add a franchise fee for the City of Sand City. At its regular
meeting on December 19, 2023, the City Council adopted Ordinance SC 23-04 granting
California American Water a determinate franchise to construct, maintain, and use pipelines
and appurtenances, necessary or proper for transmitting water under, along, across or upon
the public streets within the City of Sand City (the “Franchise Agreement”).

The Franchise Agreement provides, among other things, that during the term of the
franchise, California American Water will pay to the City of Sand City two percent (2%) of
California American Water’s gross annual receipts arising from the use, operation or
possession of the franchise which shall include California American Water's receipts from
the transmission and distribution of water, and from the sale of any service or use of
facilities, which involves California American Water’'s use, operation or possession of the
franchise, except that this payment shall not be less than one percent (1%) of California
American Water’s gross annual receipts derived from the sale within city limits of the utility
service for which the franchise is awarded.

By letter dated February 21, 2024, California American Water accepted the terms and

conditions of the Franchise Agreement. On March 5, 2024, the City Clerk certified the

conditions have been satisfied in Section 21 of the Franchise Agreement, received and
effective February 21, 2024.

A copy of the Franchise Agreement and the City Clerk’s certification is attached hereto as
Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein.
